MINUTES OF MEETING 22 September 2010

The Chairman opened the meeting at 19-35 and started by thanking Peter Livingstone for standing in at the last meeting.  He then handed over to the Secretary who stated that the minutes of the last meeting (25 August 10) had been posted on the league website and the members present agreed them and the Chairman signed them as a true record.   
Secretaries Report & Correspondence   

Secretaries Report – Matters Arising
Teams are not submitting stamped addressed envelope for the return of registrations.

Teams are not completing the bottom part of the registration form where applicable, if not completed in future then point’s in the Conduct scheme will be added.

Teams are still signing both Match Sheets, as stated previously if sending in Match Sheet you only sign the one you send in.  Teams are still not completing man of the match correctly?

Teams are reminded that they must notify the League Secretary of any match day signings or transfers before 4pm on a Sunday this needs to be done either by submitting the form or by text or email, I do not want phone calls to pass this information on as I may not be at home when somebody rings.  I need Name, Address (Including post code) plus the date of birth, the form must then be submitted by 6 pm on a Tuesday the same as when the Match Sheet or on-line match return needs to be completed.  

Charter Standard 

Only 5 teams out of 39 have returned the sheet which lists some of the courses that available to Clubs, therefore I will give teams one week to return otherwise I will start issuing fines for non return of this form.

Whilst on about Charter Standard I must say that I have received a number of complaints from referee’s re the lack of respect shown by teams this season, it appears that players have little respect towards the referee and this is resulting in more players being cautioned.  Teams must advise their players that they should show more respect towards the referee if not we will lose these referee’s.  I am not talking about new inexperienced referee’s this seems to be targeted against the more established referee’s, if this continues then we lose referee’s it is down to everybody to make sure this does not happen.  If we lose referee’s then teams will be the first to complain about not having a referee, also if a referee does pack in then the team concerned will not have a referee appointed to any of its matches unless we have a referee spare.

Also I watched two teams last Sunday and neither team captain was wearing the captains arm band, why I do not know?  It is part of the Charter Standard and Respect program that the captain wears the arm band, referee’s will be asked to report and advise the League which teams are not observing this.

Secretaries Report

Firstly I must start by saying that if you are not your teams secretary then you need to pass all information given at the meeting to your team secretary, following the last meeting I received a number of complaints from secretaries saying that their representative had failed to notify them of my mobile number change and this may have resulted in fines being issued. 

Match Confirmation:  Both Jes and I are receiving calls from referee’s and teams saying that the game has not been confirmed by their opponents, they are reluctant to report as they feel they are dropping them in it.  If you allow teams to get away with it then you are doing them no favours as eventually they will be reported and dealt with.  Teams are reminded that when at home they MUST confirm the game with opponents and the match referee before 9 pm on a Wednesday (See League Rule 10D).  One game last weekend was not confirmed until Sunday morning one hour before kickoff.

Hopefully this season we will see less teams appearing before the Management Committee as under the new league rules Teams will be charged with the offence reported for and dealt with by the Management Committee, they will be notified in writing and given the choice of accepting the punishment or will be given the opportunity to appear before the Management Committee.  The reason behind this is that some teams are asked to appear and they admit the charge (for example a late kick off) but may have to wait over an hour following a meeting.  In serious cases they will however be asked to appear and answer the charge. 

Jes has advised me that he has had a problem with his land line for some time, if you need to speak to Jes please either text or ring his mobile.

A few more teams have requested access to the on-line match return, I would like all teams to try this before the season finishes please get in touch and I will request a login and password, full instructions will also be sent.  If you are unable to try this again please let me know, all match sheets to date have been added to the website. 

Once again I will put these notes on the website so you can check out anything you have missed or to use as a reminder.
