MINUTES OF MEETING 3 August 2011

The Vice Chairman took the chair in the absence of the Chairman and opened the meeting at 19-35 and welcomed all to the Fixture Meeting and first meeting of the season.  He then handed over to the League Secretary who introduced Debbie & Irene from the North Tees Maternity Unit; they were there to receive a cheque from the League for the monies raised at the Presentation Night.  League President Derek Overton presented them with a cheque for £750 from the League; Debbie thanked the members for their kind donation.

After they had thanked the members and left the League Secretary moved on to the minutes of the last meeting held on 27 April 2011, these had been posted on the website and the members agreed them as true record and they were signed by the Vice Chairman Peter Livingstone.

April 2011 – Matters Arising
No matters arising as minutes of April meeting refer to last season and not the coming season.

Charter Standard 

Just to remind teams that we are holding a Charter Standard workshop on 25 August 2011 here at Elm Tree, ALL teams are expected to attend however if you are not going to attend please let League Secretary know in plenty of time.  Just a reminder that ALL teams must attend an in-service workshop as part of their Charter Standard and this is a good opportunity to meet that obligation; the workshop will last approx. two hours and will start at 7-15.  It is also hoped to hold a first aid course later in the year for those teams who need to renew their qualification or is a chance to get somebody else qualified however more on this once it is arranged.  
Secretaries Report & Correspondence   
Correspondence

E-Mail from Mandale F.C tendering their resignation, this leaves us with 8 teams in the Premier Division.  

E-Mail from Craig Kimmitt of the George & Dragon (Yarm) that we hold an Extra Ordinary General Meeting and restructure the Leagues, the Secretary read out the email proposals and opened a discussion?  The League Secretary advised that if the proposal was accepted then it would take about three weeks to organise a meeting and that would mean the league would not start until September.  Following a discussion there was a vote on the proposal but there were no votes in support of the motion.
Secretaries Report
In your envelope tonight you will find a CD that includes all relevant information including Team details, Referee details and the league rules.  I have also included a print out with all team details plus a referee’s list, you will also find a number of forms you can download and print.  There are 10 match sheets for your use; more will be issued at the next meeting.  There are also the fixtures for 21 August through to 2 October, more on these shortly.
Please note all Teams must submit their retained list by tonight but can still sign players up until Sunday 7 August 2011 to be eligible to play on the 21 August, these must be with the League Secretary before 5 p.m on that date, any received after this will not be allowed to play on the first Sunday of the season and will be dealt with by the Management Committee as per league rule.  ALL teams MUST have a minimum of 14 player registrations submitted by 7 August 2011, these must include the correct fee and for Durham County Football Association Clubs the Insurance fee.  For those teams who submitted registrations early the receipt for the Insurance is in your envelope, a couple of clubs already had player or players registered and the extra money has been placed in credit.
Can I ask is that you check all details before you submit the forms and make sure you have signed it as well.  

It has also been brought to my attention that players are signing the retained list and then signs a registration form for another club; firstly it is against league rules to sign for two different teams.  I will register the first one I get in as I do not know if they have signed elsewhere, if I get a second registration for the same player it will be rejected and the club concerned will be advised. 

Please remember that when you sign a player on the day (from week two (the form MUST be signed by a member of the opposing team)) and the details must be sent via text to the League Secretary prior to kick off and the form must be submitted within 48 hours along with the fee and insurance for Durham County Football Association teams.  The information required is the player’s name, address and date of birth, the reason for this is so that the player concerned will then be covered by the insurance as I have to notify Durham County Football Association of any new signings straight away.  Teams will be able to register the player on line when completing the match return if done on a Sunday otherwise I will add by the Sunday evening.

The player’s registration slip will not be sent back to the Team Secretary, before the player can play again, you need to check the website to see if the player has been registered, normally if there is a problem I would be in touch with team and advise them accordingly.  Again you need to make sure the form is fully completed before sending in along with fee and insurance for Durham County Football Association teams.  It is your responsibility to make sure a player is eligible to sign before signing especially with match day registrations.

ALL Teams will use the on-line match return this season and this must be completed by 6 pm on a Tuesday otherwise Teams will be fined for a late return, this must include all the relevant information including red and yellow cards.  Teams MUST still complete a match sheet at the end of the game and then this will be submitted to the League Secretary at the next league meeting.

One other change required is that Teams MUST exchange their match sheet with opponents before half time, teams failing to do so will be dealt with by the Management Committee if reported.  The numbers on the Match Sheet have been removed therefore when you complete your Match Sheet the number on the Match Sheet should correspond with the shirt number of the player; therefore you write in the actual shirt number, this should be done prior to kick off and before exchanging with opponents.

In your envelope are you fixtures for the coming weeks, except the 11 September as that is the First Round of the Ian Gorman and will be drawn later tonight.  However fixtures are subject to the Durham County Football Association Sunday Cup on the 4th and 25th September therefore as we will not be having any meetings before then you will need to check the website for any updates and changes, this includes referee changes.  Once I have the first Durham County Football Association draw this will be posted on the website and fixtures changed.

The results will be updated on the Internet and these should be available after 7 p.m on a Sunday, some will appear earlier as teams do the online match sheet.  The website will again be used to update information so you should check this first for any details such as team numbers or referee’s numbers. 

Match Reports will again be submitted to the Evening Gazette and the Northern Echo so I will be looking for reports once more, these need to be submitted to myself preferably by email by 6 p.m on a Tuesday for inclusion in the Gazette on a Thursday evening or the Northern Echo on a Saturday morning in the Local Heroes section.  One other way to submit a match report is on the website there is a section called Club Reports, then one called Match Report, this then sends an email to League Secretary.  There is also a report Referee Report, please use this if you have any comments to make regarding a referee, good or bad, also on the CD you will find a form which must be used when you mark a referee 50 or less, for those who think they will get away with it if the mark is between 51 and 60 I may request that a report is submitted.
Durham County Football Association Handbooks are not available as yet, hopefully we will have these for the Charter Standard meeting in time for those teams involved in the opening round of the Durham Sunday Cup which is on the 4 September 2011, with the following round three weeks later, so fixtures for the 25 September 2011 are subject to that.

The important point to remember for this season is to check the website on a regular basis, when I make any changes I will endeavor to send out an email or for them that are not on email I will send a text advising that a change has been made.  Therefore if you have an email address and not advised me of it can you let me know as this is the easiest way to let people know or if somebody in the team has an email address you can let me have then that would be great?
Once again I will put these notes on the website so you can check out anything you have missed or to use as a reminder.

It was brought up that Stockton Council had not advised teams of their pitch allocation, League Secretary would check but advised that as far as he was concerned the allocation was as per the league handbook and website. The League Secretary also advised that he had been told that we will lose the changing facilities and parking at Tilery, building work is due to start in December, there is no problem with the pitches but will keep contact with the Council to see what is happening.

The League Secretary advised that the next meeting will be on 12 October 2011, you will need to check website for fixture changes and any information that I think you may require.
The Vice Chairman thanked all for attending and he closed the meeting at 20-30.
