Secretaries Report – Matters Arising
As I reported last month Jes has a new email address but he is having problems therefore if you need to contact Jes via email please use j.lambert97@sky.com
I have also received a couple of complaints (again) from Teams regarding Teams who submit Match Return via internet that they are not handing over a Match Sheet because they do it on line, this is not the case you still need to exchange Match Sheets and submit (at meeting’s if done on-line correctly completed).  I am also a number of Match Sheet’s missing that have not been handed in to date.

Secretaries Report
A number of Teams are falling foul of paying fines to the County F.A are getting themselves suspended, any Team that is suspended because of this and is unable to play will be charged with an unplayed game by the League.  Teams need to sort out fines etc with the County F.A straight away do not wait until the due date, if you have a problem paying then you should contact the County F.A and make arrangement with them.  Also Teams are being lax about fines issued by the league, there are a number of fines outstanding and if these are not paid by the time you leave tonight then league rule 5 (I) will be implemented.

The F.A is to increase the Administration Fee from next season by £2 to £10, Durham County Football Association was one of the Counties that voted against this proposal whereas the North Riding County Football Association voted in favour of it.

A number of Teams are not sending in Match Sheets when the game is postponed, it is the responsibility of the home side to submit a Match Sheet when game is postponed detailing why the game was postponed.  This applies to teams who do the Match Sheet online there is no provision for doing anything online when a game is postponed. 

Players who are cup tied, when a player transfers you need to check whether the player is cup tied or not if unsure ask League Secretary.  For next season I intend to produce a new Transfer Form and this information will need to be included on the transfer form before submitting so you will know if player is eligible for a given competition or not.
I need to see the teams that are currently playing at Harold Wilson at the end of the meeting.
Finally I am away from tonight until Monday evening and will not be contactable in that time, therefore for this Sunday all results need to be rung in to Jes Lambert from the match finishing and before 4 pm otherwise you will be fined accordingly.  Everything else is as normal
