MINUTES OF MEETING 25 August 2010

Held at Elm Tree Social Club

The Vice Chairman opened the meeting at 19-35 and said that there would only be one meeting tonight and he asked all members present to give the best of order as there is a lot of information to be given out tonight.  He then handed over to the Secretary who stated that the minutes of the last meeting (4 August 10) had been posted on the league website and the members present agreed them and the Vice Chairman signed them as a true record.   
Charter Standard 

The League Secretary started by introducing Andy Brown (Durham County Football Association) and Jamie Pover (North Riding County Football Association) and said they would be going through the renewal process and give any updates on courses etc.  Andy opened by saying that renewals will now be every year instead of every three years from the start of season 2011 – 2012 but the process is fairly straight forward.  He had sent an email to all Durham County Football Association clubs outlining the renewal process.  The main criteria is an up to date First Aid Certificate and it must be no more than three years old, when a team renews it’s league membership unless there are any changes to their Club Constitution then all they will need to do is submit an up to date First Aid Certificate however if the person who holds the Certificate is still with the Club and it is still valid then there will be no need to submit, the League will keep a record of this and advise the County F.A of renewal.  Jamie stated that the North Riding County Football Association had not sent out details as yet he had only recently taken over and was busy getting thing sorted.  Andy then went on to talk about courses that are available and advised Clubs that they must attend one course or workshop per year, these courses included some official courses ie Basic First Aid, Advanced First Aid, Introduction to Coaching and Referee’s Course plus a number of In-Service Training Workshops that included a Secretaries Workshop, Funding Workshop plus a couple of others.  He stated that the Official course carried a fee but funding may be available depending on the course and interested as for the In-Service Training these are free.  The League Secretary said a form had been distributed to all teams listing these courses and asked that they are returned detailing choices by 10 September 2010. Andy closed by stating that if anybody had any questions then he and Jamie could be contacted at their respective County Offices and details of all courses are on their respective websites.  The League Secretary thanked both Andy & Jamie for their time and input tonight.

Secretaries Report

I have a new mobile number, it is on the website 07504 303153 therefore this is the number to use in future.  Also I have to advise that I away from tomorrow however I will be available on the mobile (the majority of time) and I will also have access to my emails. 

I have to say that I was disappointed with a large number of teams as the registrations submitted were poor; there were a number without post codes as well as a number of suspended players trying to sign on again.  Also a number of secretaries failed to sign the registrations, also the bottom part of the registration was not filled in either.  As for the retained list again teams crossed out players, entered mother’s maiden name and place of birth despite asking that these are not required and also in both cases instructions were issued on how to complete the registrations but it appears this was ignored by a number of teams.  Also registrations were submitted without a stamped addressed envelope; if this happens in future then the registration will not be processed.  All the registrations were completed but were not completed until 18 August when the last one was done.

Whilst on about player registrations I have been asked by DFA to advise all Clubs that if you submit a registration for a player then your team is responsible for the player’s insurance even if that player has transferred out or left the club.  Also if a player is registered with a NR club on a Saturday (for example) and plays for a Durham registered club on a Sunday he must pay his insurance to the Durham Club as the NR one is not valid as that is Club insurance and he is not playing for that Club.  

Please remember that when you sign a player on the day (from this weekend (the form MUST be signed by a member of the opposing team) and must be submitted within 48 hours along with the Match Sheet unless submitting match details via the website.  However there is an important change here because of the players insurance for the Durham clubs, whereby if you sign a player on the day then you must submit details to League Secretary before 4 o’clock listing the players name, address and date of birth.  This can be done either by submitting on a Sunday or by email, text or by leaving details on the ansaphone; the reason for this is so that the player concerned will then be covered by the insurance as I have to notify Durham County Football Association of any new signings straight away.  This also helps and means that I can add the player to the website as well on the Sunday and for those teams doing on-line match sheets the player should be available by Sunday evening.  For this week can you email, text or leave message, please do not put through door as I will not be able to register the player.

The player’s registration slip MUST be back with the Team Secretary before the player can play again, however you can always check the website to see if the player has been registered, normally if there is a problem I would be in touch with team and advise them accordingly.  Again you need to make sure the form is fully completed before sending in.  It is your responsibility to make sure a player is eligible to sign before signing especially with match day registrations.  However for this week can you please check website to see if player registered, if there is a problem I will ring and advise.

Fixtures for the 26 September are subject to the Second Preliminary round of the Durham Sunday Cup therefore I have not issued any as yet, whilst on about the Sunday cup I have had a couple of questions regarding the teams who are exempt, these include Sun Inn Athletic, this was an error and has been rectified they have now been moved into the bye’s and will appear in the next round, it was the Sun Inn who resigned from the league who had qualified.  Other teams have been given exemption although they did not qualify as right, the reason being is that a number of clubs who had qualified did not enter or had folded, then the criteria is to look at first round loser’s record over the last five seasons and that is why they are exempt.

On-line Match Return, I need more teams to start using this method, it is not difficult and gives the league a better account of what is happening, I did update those not using the system last season until I went away but it would help if more teams did this.  As for this season there will be one big difference in that you do not have to submit a match sheet to League Secretary but you do need to keep for your own records and if there is any query or complaint.  Therefore match sheets still need to be exchanged and completed by you and then kept until the end of the season, then they will need to be submitted to League Secretary before or at the Annual General Meeting as these have to be kept for three years in case of any ongoing public liability claims.

All Match Sheet’s and On-Line returns should be completed no later then 6 pm on a Tuesday evening following a Sunday match, any not received or done by then will be subject to a fine for late match return.

There is a change to the on-line match return this season; you will see a couple of extra columns these are for substitutes played and not played, and when a player receives two yellow cards.  Firstly the substitute’s who play you still enter a tick in the first column and also one in the second column, if you only put a tick in the second column it appears as substitute unused, however you can only do this with 14 players, I would suggest you do not put in unused substitutes.   

I have to say that there were a lot of errors regarding the Match Sheet for last Sunday so I think I need to go through the process of completing these correctly and how they should be submitted.  There is some  information missing off these but was not picked up until Sunday gone even though teams had had these since the Annual General Meeting.  The obvious one I missed off was room for the registration number so there will be no where to add this, I also missed the note regarding Cards issued by the referee.  So firstly you complete the top section, ie Date, Division or Cup Home and Away Team, Home team should then add the referees name as well, then complete your side of the Match Sheet (ie Home or Away) and include up to five substitutes, when that is done you can then hand your sheet over to your opponents.  

Error’s included no man of the match nomination from The Sheraton for Billingham Cowpen Club, different man of the match for Thornaby Dubliners between website and Londonderry Arms match sheet, Oxbridge listed there substitutes wrong way around,  Perrys listed there players all under the surname with no Christian names listed, Thornaby Village listed Home team man of the match as the Away team man of the match.  Stockton Traders listed different man of the match to what was listed on The Merlin match sheet.   Wolviston Wellington had no referee’s mark listed, in future these will be classed as errors and in some cases would result in a fine being issued and also points added to the Good Conduct Scheme.

You now have a sheet with basically your opponents team listed, at the end of the match you will complete your side of the Match Sheet, ie list the score in the top section, fill out your players and list any goals they have scored, for an own goal mark og at bottom of the sheet, list any cautions or dismissals your players may have had, list “Y” for caution and “R” for a sending off, if a player receives two cautions then enter two “YY” in the column.  Then complete the substitute section with those who played and who they replaced along with the time of the substitution.  

If you are the HOME team then you complete the following sections, Enter the Referees Mark in the Home box, sign the Home section box at the bottom and enter the AWAY team man of the match on your sheet and inform the AWAY team of your selection, when the AWAY team advises you of your man of the match add to your details.

If you are the AWAY team then you complete the following sections, Enter the Referees Mark in the Away box, sign the Away section box at the bottom and enter the HOME team man of the match on your sheet and inform the HOME team of your selection, when the HOME team advises you of your man of the match add to your details.

However if your opponents do not give you a man of the match then you may nominate your own man of the match and must indicate on the Match Sheet that your opponents failed to give you a man of the match.

You only sign the Match Sheet that you submit otherwise I do not know which team submitted which Match Sheet and therefore if a fine is due the wrong team could end up getting fined.  This would be eliminated if you did the on-line returns.

Please check website for any suspended players as the Durham County Football Association suspensions for this coming season commence on Monday 30 August 2010, there are a number of players suspended from that date.

I would also like an e-mail address for every club where possible as this will mean I can send any information out quickly.  If this happens and with teams completing the on-line match report it means we may well be able to cut out a number of meetings during the season, this is something to think about.

I have also been asked to bring to your attention the amount of litter that is left on the side of pitches when the game has finished, can I ask that you pick up your litter and take it away or if there is a bin about put in there, this will help and reduce complaints.  Also I have been asked to remind teams especially those in division one who play Sun Inn Athletic at Darlington Back Lane, can you make sure that you do not park on the grass but park on the road, I know it does not make sense but at the end of last season some cars received a ticket for parking on the grass.

Once again I have submitted an entry for the Sunday Inter League competition but would hope that we get a better response from Clubs than we got last season, however the advantage this year is that we can use any player who is registered and not just those from the Durham Clubs as happened last season. 

All forms are available to download from the website, Match Sheets, Registration Forms and Transfer Forms if required.

I have also been asked to those teams who played in the Yarm Cup at Grangefield that a set of keys were not returned for Grosvenor Road one weekend, if anybody has these can they please return them to League Secretary and I will return to Grangefield for them.

Once again I will put these notes on the website so you can check out anything you have missed or to use as a reminder.
