Secretaries Report
This is just a reminder for all teams in the semi-finals to be aware of the rules with regards to player qualification that is to have played three league games or played in an earlier round of the competition.

Kick Off for night games should be 6 o’clock but no later than 6-15 pm, the HOME team MUST advise the referee of the kick off time when confirming game and if it does not kick off at that time it will be treated as a late kick off.

The last date for registration of new signings or doing a transfer is the 31 March 2011.

There will be no increase in the Affiliation Fees for Durham County Football Association next season so they will remain at 37-45 including the Public Liability Insurance.  

League Fees for next season have not been set as yet; will hopefully sort this out tonight following this meeting, full details will be in your envelope next month.  The League will be paying your affiliation fees for next season during April once it is know which teams are playing, therefore if you have not resigned then you will be liable for the affiliation fees if you resign at a later date. 

Durham County Football Association have amended their rules whereby a team may now change it’s name at any time and not be restricted to the 15 July as in previous seasons, the £20 fee will still apply.

Trophies: If you have not returned tonight this is a reminder that they need to be returned by 31 March to the League Secretary or a member of the Management Committee with agreement from the League Secretary.

Can I ask that ALL Match sheets are to be handed in at the next meeting if you have not already done so yet?

If a team has a preference and wishes to be relegated or promoted and they are not in an automatic position then please let League Secretary know asap.

The League is to hold a Presentation Night on Friday 17 June 2011 here at the Elm Tree Club, it will take the form of a race night and will also be a charity night, and final details will be available at the April meeting along with tickets.
