MINUTES OF MEETING 27 April 2011

The Vice Chairman took the chair in the absence of the Chairman and opened the meeting at 19-30 and welcomed John Topping (Durham County Football Association Secretary) to the meeting.  John took the floor and outlined the procedure for Match Based suspension from season 2011 – 2012 for all Adult football.  He outlined to those teams present what the process would be and what they as a Club needed to do.  For standard dismissals depending on the offence it would be a 1, 2 or 3 match suspension, this would start from 21 days after the offence and there would be no appeal against this.  The suspension would only apply to the Club he was playing for and would not affect his Saturday team, vice versa a player dismissed on a Saturday would still be allowed to play for his Sunday team.  

If it was a more serious offence (i.e Assualt or Head Butt) then the offended would be given the 3 match suspension but would then be charged by the F.A for the more serious offence, if found guilty would then serve a term based suspension and would then be suspended from ALL football.  John answered members questions throughout his talk to clarify points raised.
The Chairman then asked if anybody had any other questions to ask while John was present, Ian Peckett (Wolviston Wellington F.C) asked about the player insurance for next season and John advised that it would continue next season however the biggest change is that the League will collect the fee and will be invoiced by Durham County Football Association after checking if players are already covered, if covered monies would be returned to Club.

As there were no further questions the League Secretary thanked John for attending and this part of the meeting closed at 20-10. 
The minutes of the last meeting had been posted on the website and the members agreed these were a true record and they were duly signed by the Vice Chairman.

Charter Standard 

A number of teams have failed to submit their Charter Standard Health Check and are therefore suspended by the F.A, if not sorted then they will not be allowed to play next season.  Teams are The Eagle, Londonderry Arms and Billingham Rangers, plus Perrys and Stockton Traders, who have not completed Charter Standard. Also the following new teams Billingham The Merlin, Eaglescliffe Bazookas, Thornaby Jolly Farmers and Crathorne Arms have not completed their Charter Standard within the six months as required as part of their League status.  It appears some of the North Riding County Football Association teams have been given exemptions this season, Thornaby Aerodrome Club need to contact NRCFA to complete their Charter Standard renewal and Thornaby Jolly Farmers have submitted their application but the North Riding County Football Association have been trying to contact them as the form was incomplete.

Secretaries Report
You will find in your envelope tonight the Team Registration Form for next season along with the League Fees notification.  Once again the Management Committee has decided that the fees for 2011 – 2012 will remain the same as the previous seasons; there is a discount of £20 for early payment once again. 

There is also a copy of the proposed rule changes for season 2011 – 2012 therefore if anybody has any amendments or proposals these need to be submitted to the League Secretary by 14 May 2011.

Details of the League Presentation Night are as follows:-

The date is Friday 17 June 2011 here at the Elm Tree Club and will take the form of a Race Night along with the Presentation of League Trophies and other awards.  Tickets are £5 each and this includes Pie & Peas and a £1 donation to Charity, the night is a Charity Night and the League is not looking to make money from this evening.  

Each Club has been reserved 4 tickets which equates to £20, if you do not wish to take your tickets then you will have to still pay the £20 as your contribution to the evening.  If any Club requires more than 4 tickets can they let Jes Lambert know who will arrange from those Clubs who do not wish to attend?  We need to know the number of tickets each team requires by the 8 May 2011.  Also we are looking for nominations for the Charity, therefore if anybody has a local charity they would like the league to help then please see League Secretary and all nominations will be considered.  If any team or person that is in line to receive an award is expected to attend otherwise the award may be withheld.  I have be asked by a number of people re top scorer and man of the match whether it includes all games, the Management Committee decided that it would be League games only as that gives all an equal chance as opposed to those individuals who do well when on an extended cup run.  The Good Conduct prize money for season 2011 – 2012 will also be presented, it currently stands at about £800, so there will be some money to be paid out as agreed by the Management Committee, details will not be released until Presentation Night. 

It appears that over the last few weeks teams are failing to submit cautions not only on the match return but also on match sheets handed in, not sure of the reason for this but quite a number of teams have been fined for this.  Referees submit a report listing cautions and dismissals every week as well as the Sportsmanship awards, these are checked against the match returns that teams submit, and these are also sent to Durham County Football Association every week to ensure the referee is submitting them as well.  Talking of the Sportsmanship award there are a number of teams who are currently in the running, they include (in no particular order Eaglescliffe Bazookas, Norton George & Dragon, The Eagle, Billingham Rangers and Wolviston Wellington.  The winners will not be known until all games have been completed and the winner’s will be announced at the Presentation Night.

If any team that is a league winner or runner up and wishes to use the prize money (£200 for winners and £120 for runners up) then please let the League Secretary know asap.

No decision has been made or even discussed yet regarding the league format for next season; this will not be decided until the beginning of June when we have a Management Committee meeting to look at applications and how many teams there are.

Cup Finals are now Ian Gorman Memorial Trophy on Thursday 5 May with a 7 pm kick off at Billingham Town FC and the admission is £2, the Management Committee does hope people will support the finals.  The Stephen Wells Memorial Trophy Final is on Sunday 8 May again at Billingham Town with a 10-30 kick off; I know a number of teams also have games that day as well.

Also a reminder to these Teams wishing to change name to seek permission from the Management Committee and then submit to their County F.A (together with a £20 fee).  This can be done at any time now as far as Durham County Football Association Teams are concerned; if you are changing name then permission must be sought from the League before the Annual General Meeting if possible.  Also do not forget to return your “A” form and Cash Statement (plus cup draw if entering) to your appropriate County F.A before the required date. 

A number of Teams have fines overdue, these need to be paid asap otherwise any outstanding fine will see Rule 5 (I) imposed.  The teams concerned are as follows:

Penny Black, Crathorne Arms, Billingham Rangers, Billingham Cowpen Club, and Billingham Cons.
