The Chairman opened the meeting at 7-30 and welcomed all to the second meeting of the new season.  He handed over to the League Secretary who advised that the minutes of the previous meeting had been posted on the League website; they were agreed by the meeting and signed by the Chairman.

Secretaries Report & Correspondence   

Firstly I must apologise to those Teams that turned up for the meeting on 29 August which I cancelled at the last minute due to being stuck at Durham County Football Association following a meeting there.  I thought it was better to ring and cancel than have members hanging around for 45 minutes or so until I arrived.  The meeting was important as there were a number of important points I needed to bring up, however I added the points to the website but some people it seems do not bother to read the information hence this can lead to fines being imposed.

Secretaries Report – Matters Arising
Registrations – I have to say that I was disappointed with a number of Clubs who failed to carry out the instructions with regards to player registrations, a large number failed to fill in the bottom part as requested that is why the bottom part of the forms were not returned.

Charter Standard 

Nothing to report as yet, still waiting for Andy Brown to send details for First Aid course this year, but need to see all the new clubs at the end of the meeting.

Secretaries Report
Firstly I have to apologise about the League website as we appear to be having problems accessing this at different times, this is something out of our hands and is not acceptable, the weekend before last (16.9.12) was particularly bad, not only was the website playing up but it was also affecting my emails and I know that people have sent emails but these have not been received.  Therefore if you sent an email and have not had a reply then that is the reason why, please speak to me at the end of the meeting.

Match Day Registrations – Teams are not following the correct process for these, I will go over the correct process once again, if you wish to sign a player on the day then you must text full details before kick-off, which is name, address including post code, date of birth and Club to be registered for, then when you do your match return you register the player on the league website.  I have had to text back a number of teams to supply the correct information and advise accordingly.  Having checked the list of players submitted to those registered it appears that the process is not being followed as I received text message about registering a player then he does not get registered.  I also had a registration text to me then when the registration form arrived a different player had been registered.  Once you text me and I add to the player registrations they are then submitted to Durham County Football Association and North Riding County Football Association therefore you need to submit the forms before 6 pm Tuesday, if that is a problem then you must advise why.  Please remember that the text must be received before 10-30 am on a Sunday, not after this time otherwise they will be classed as unregistered players.

Whilst on about registrations, team are still advising that a player was on the retained list when registering, any player who was on the retained list and did not sign is treated as a new registration as the retained list was only valid until 1 August 2012 after that date the retained list became obsolete.

Substitutes, it appears that some teams are listing six and even seven substitutes on their match return, this is not allowed, and the maximum number of substitutes is five.

Match Return’s these need to be completed by 6 pm on a Tuesday for Sunday games and within 48 hours for a midweek game, six teams failed to complete in time this Sunday, no fines have been issued on this occasion however this is the final time in future if not completed in time then the fine will be imposed..  If you have a problem with your on-line return let me know but do not leave until last minute to advise.  Can you also check to make sure your match return has completed the reason I ask is that I have pulled teams up for not completing and they tell me they have done it but when I check no match return has been done.  All match returns are time stamped so I know when completed so I know when it was done and this must be done by 6 pm on Tuesday, if not you will receive a fine.  To check simply go to Results on the menu, find your fixture then click on Team Sheet, this will show you your team, if not listed then go back and try again then check again, it takes seconds and by doing that saves you a fine.

Player Insurance:  The first invoices have been sent out to Durham County Football Association Teams and for those not already done so payment is due tonight.  Whilst on about Insurance I know we have already had a number of claims already this year due to at least three broken legs, therefore we have added the phone number to the website where to ring to request a claim form.  On the menu look for the section called Insurance and you will find full details here, also on the claim form it asks for a policy number, in fact this is the player ID number which can be found on the list of players sent to you already.  If you have not received an invoice for a player as yet and need to make a claim then you will need to ring Durham County Football Association for the number. 

Match Reports: I must say I am disappointed with lack of match reports from Teams this season, to date I have only received one report from a team, reports are easy to submit on the website and comes through to myself.  Go to Online Forms on the menu, and then select Club Secretaries then Match and Referees Report.  

That is also where you need to go to complete a report re referee when you award a mark of 55 or less to a referee.  I have no problem with teams giving a referee a low mark but if you do it needs to be followed up with a report, failure to do so will result in you being fined and then you will still be asked to submit a report.

I am still getting phone calls from teams about referee’s not being able to contact or no referee appointed, as stated in the past you need to contact Jes Lambert with regards anything to do with referees.  The reason behind this is that Jes is in regular contact with the referees and he updates the website with any changes that is his role within the League and is one less thing for me to arrange and organise. 

I received two complaints from the Council in the first week of fixtures with regards to litter left on Council pitches, can I ask that you make sure you clear up on your side line, however it is the responsibility of the home team as the hirer to make sure the ground is cleared.  The number of plastic bottles left following the games is not acceptable and you must take steps to make sure this is not repeated.  I have also reported matters to the Council re litter already left before games start, I was at Tilery on Sunday morning and the number of lager tins and plastic bottles around pitch one was disgusting.  The problem becomes more dangerous when they cut the grass and do not see cans etc and these get cut into the pitch where a player could fall and receive a nasty cut.  As stated previously make sure you remove any litter from your side-line do not just leave it to the Home side to clear up. 

I have been advised by the Council today that the pitches at Grangefield Park (Rudds Rec), Rievaulx pitch 2 and Tilery are all underwater and therefore all games are postponed this weekend.  The only good news is that there are no games at Grangefield, the Council hope to have pitch 1 at Rievaulx available for Sunday therefore Billingham Cowpen Club v Billingham The Kings can go ahead if the Council give the go ahead on Friday.  But all games at Tilery are off, Norton WMC v Sun Inn Athletic, Castle & Anchor v Eaglescliffe Bazookas and Stockton Hardwick v The Oxbridge.  However I have re-arranged The Oxbridge v Stockton Hardwick to be played at Yarm Road, same referee, it is now The Oxbridge’s home fixture.

Finally I am away from tomorrow therefore if you need anything then you need to contact Jes Lambert, therefore there is a change to arrangements for this weekend.  The result needs to be text to Jes and not to me as my phone will be switched off also any registrations for this week only just need to be submitted into myself, however you need to register the player on the website when you do you match return as normal and then send the completed form into me.  Any team that fails to text Jes with the result by 4 pm will be fined according to league rules or the result must be on the website by 4 pm.  Match return then needs to be completed as per league rules by 6 pm on Tuesday, I will check when I return any that are submitted late will also be fined there are no excuses.

Once again I will put these notes on the website so you can check out anything you have missed or to use as a reminder.

As Jes Lambert was not present the League Secretary reported that there was a problem with regard to the new rule re tape on socks has to be the same colour 

Law Amendments – Law 4 Players Equipment

This is certainly causing problems amongst referees and players, however the law is quite clear and states

“if tape or similar material is applied externally it must be the same colour as that part of the stocking it is applied to”.  Whether you think this is stupid or daft does not matter it is the law and any must be applied to all teams in the league.  Referees have been instructed to report teams who do not advise their players and apply this to their players.  We have a number of referees who are going for promotion and if they do not enforce the ruling they can be marked down by the assessor.

There then followed a discussion were by the members felt this was a stupid rule especially at our level, no matter what people think the League Secretary reported that those referee’s going for promotion will be enforcing the rule otherwise they would get marked down this was endorsed by Harry Oliver.  The meeting asked that the League Secretary write to both Durham County Football Association & North Riding County Football Association to voice their opinion. 

The final point I want to bring up is with regards to managers, substitutes and spectators but more so managers who feel they need to be on the field of play whilst the game is in progress, I brought this up at the referees meeting on Monday and have told the referees they need to make sure it is not happening therefore can you pass the message on to your manager.
