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CHARTER STANDARD LEAGUES




Information for new teams interested in joining the Stockton Sunday League.

Applications by Clubs for admission to this Competition must be made in writing to the Secretary (Application Form available from League Secretary (or can be downloaded from website – not available until later in year) and must be accompanied by an Entry Fee of £30 per team, which shall be returned in the event of non-election.  Address to which to send the application is The Secretary Stockton Sunday League 28 Leicester Road Norton TS20 2RB.  Applications need to be in where possible before the Annual General Meeting (normally middle of June).  Earlier if possible, you may apply any time from March onwards.
The Stockton Sunday League is now a Charter Standard League and as such any new team joining the league will need to become a Charter Standard Club within 12 months.  More details on this will be given if your application to join the league is successful.

Each New Club shall within 14 days of election pay the League and Cup Fees, a bond of £100 which shall be returnable to Clubs at the end of their first season in the Competition provided they have fulfilled their fixtures and complied with all order of the Management Committee.

Durham County Football Association (£50), this includes Public Liability Insurance or North Riding County Football Association (£75) for affiliation, this depends on where the Teams ground is situated..  All players in Durham County have to pay £6 for Accident Insurance and the North Riding County Football Association it is paid per Team (not sure of cost) this is compulsory, if no insurance they cannot play.
These figures are based on this season and are liable to change. 

League Fees are £70

Cup Fees are £30

Match Sheets £10

Handbooks £10

New Team deposit £30 (as above)

Deposit £5

Bond £100 (as above)

Making a total of £255.

Pitch fees will be dependant on where the team plays, Stockton Council pitches fees vary from £153 to £400 (based on last seasons prices).

On top of this you will require goal nets, corner flags, footballs strips and a first aid kit etc.  Normal running costs include referees fees for home games, which is £25 per game, in cup games the fee is shared between the teams.
Teams are voted into the league by the member clubs at the Annual General Meeting, which is held in June.  Normally the Management Committee will invite teams to a meeting prior to the Annual General Meeting to discuss the team’s application.  This is an informal meeting Teams are not forced to attend but it could help with their application.
